I object to the above referenced policy / paragraph  or other referenced matter because:
WIC.H2 land south of Chapel Lane, has already been submitted and is being considered by the Planning Department for 9 houses. If that number increases to 11 as proposed by ECDC, there must be smaller properties within the development. This development exits onto a single track lane: if the development were to go ahead, the developers must be required to widen the road and add pavements and lighting.

It is well known that Chapel Lane has sewage problems and the existing facilities are inadequate for existing homes. It would be essential that sewage facilities were improved if this development were to go ahead. 
All sewage for Upware comes to a pump at the bottom of Lode Lane and is pumped back up to the Stretham Road. All sewage from North Street, Stretham Road, Back Lane, and the Crescent is pumped down Chapel Lane to the pumping station at the bottom of Drury Lane and then across to Soham. 
We understand that the sewage is a gravity fed 6” main, which the Anglia Water workmen have told us that the sewage main and pumping station cannot cope with current usage and consequently will be utterly unable to cope with so many more proposed dwellings. 
According to our records Anglian Water have been called out to clear over spilling sewage in residential properties caused as a result of an inability for the system to cope. These include known attendances at:
· June 2015 at 28 Chapel Lane

· 18 August 2015 at 9a and 11 Chapel Lane

· 9 December 2016 at 29 Chapel Lane

· January 2017 - Lode Lane, including the public toilets for the National Trust
