I object to the above referenced policy / paragraph  or other referenced matter because:
WPC wish to add to sentence 1, bullet 1:
‘Having regard for the layout, scale, height, design and massing of buildings and landscaping in order to minimise the impact on neighbouring properties’. 
We would point out that this has not always been observed in recent developments. Height, for example, should always be measured from the floor of the new building as many are built on higher footings than surrounding dwellings resulting in over bearing properties.
The statement stresses that a prevalence of frontage development along key roads should be respected and ribbon development along key roads should be avoided. The two sites proposed by ECDC contradict this statement as neither is road front and both are on green field sites. 
ECDC should review the inclusion of the sites originally proposed by WPC, and which they rejected: the Hawes Lane site (31/3) and the site north of Church Road between the existing houses and the farm (31/05). 

WPC has consistently expressed its preference for cul-de-sac and crescent style development only to reflect the street scene and avoid multiple cars parking on main routes in the village. This should be reflected in the policy statement.
WPC has also strongly stated its preference for building 2 bedroom dwellings so that younger and older people can be facilitated to live in the village. This was stressed by the independent survey by ACRE: Housing Needs Survey Results Report for Wicken, undertaken in September and October 2015. WPC believes that a mixed aged and economic population adds to a vibrant and sustainable community and we strongly wish to stress this as our future direction for our community.
WPC also want to encourage building to meet latest eco-friendly technology and require that developers provide sufficient off road parking to meet the ECDC’s own requirement of off road parking of a minimum of 2 cars per dwelling and more for large dwellings.
